The City of Eden Prairie spent taxpayer dollars to lobby for Flying Cloud Airport expansion in Washington D.C. without public disclosure or discussion!

 “The City Council wants Eden Prairie’s federal legislators to know that the City supports MAC’s plans for development at Flying Cloud Airport and requests that our federal legislators support administrative and financial efforts to improve and expand Flying Cloud Airport.”

The above statement is from a lobbying letter signed by City Manager, Scott Neal and included in a packet of information hand delivered to our federal legislators between March 9th and March 14th. Recipients included Jim Oberstar, the Chairman of the Transportation Committee with oversight over the Federal Aviation Administration. The only viable way of funding any expansion of Flying Cloud Airport is to get federal funds from the FAA. An expansion of the airport will impact the quality of life of approximately half of all Eden Prairie residents.

 How Eden Prairie's elected officials and 
city staff betrayed the public:
· State of the city address did not reflect the city's intent to lobby for federal funding for the expansion of Flying Cloud Airport nor its "new positive relationship with MAC." 

· At no time from January 2007 until March 2007 was there any council discussion of using taxpayer dollars to "lobby for federal funds to expand Flying Cloud Airport". 

· That means there was absolutely no public disclosure or discussion about the city changing what was a long held position against the expansion. 

· The City Manager's Blog, written during his trip to Washington D. C., never revealed Scott Neal's letter to federal legislators, which was presented to the Flying Cloud Airport Advisory Commission members on March 8th and states that the city "requests federal legislators support administrative and financial efforts to improve and expand Flying Cloud Airport." 

· In all the city council proceedings, workshops and council meetings where the Legislative Agenda, MAC sewer system, maintenance improvements at the airport were discussed publicly, never did support and lobbying efforts for the expansion of Flying Cloud Airport ever come up. 

· When the council voted to support improving the buildings, infrastructure, and facilities at Flying Cloud Airport, they did not vote to support expanding the airport because those words were never used. 
· City never responded to both local Newspapers to refute or to confirm that they were going to “market” the airport.
